Presentation by Karl Cooper All of us – American Association on Health and Disability:

The American Association on Health and Disability is a national cross-disability organization focused on promoting health and wellness initiatives for people with disabilities and works to ensure the inclusion of people with disabilities so that they fully realize the benefits of public health benefits. New Initiative: Project through National Institute of Health (NIH), “All of Us Research”. “Precision Medicine” – medicine is more personalized for each individual, such as eye glasses or contacts. It’s very particular to who you are. Remove the one size fits all health care system. Trial and error until you figure out what works for you individually but unfortunately there can be side effects because of wrong medication intake. Precision Medicine envisions that based on your biology, health status, history, social determinants, and environmental factors are included to find the right medicine and personalized approach that will work day one instead of trial and error. Bio-medical research needs to take place to get us there. The largest biomedical cohort – a million or more people enrolled, over the course of ten years. 
Individuals in study will need to complete online surveys, going to get biomedical specimens taken (blood and urine) and access to electronic health records. This will create a picture of who the person is. This will allow biomedical researchers to study the information. Not focused on any one condition or specific condition. Most bio medical research has been predominantly done on white males of a certain age. We need to have groups of various racial and ethnic minorities including people with disabilities as these groups have been left out. In the past people with disabilities have been left out because of lack of accessibility. We want to ensure people with disabilities are included in the research cohort to fully benefit from this. DC is designated as one of the target audiences for this initiative. Resources are available to learn more about it. Ensuring that disability is included and people with disabilities are going to receive the benefit of this research that is done. “Nothing about us without us” frame-work.

· DD Council: Current mayor’s order that established both the DD Council and DCCPD now states two members from the DD Council must also be members of the Commission. Ron Smith, an appointed member of the DD Council will also serve on the DCCPD. DD Council is established under the DD Rights Act (Federal Law). 60% of membership must be people with intellectual or developmental disabilities (I/DD) or family members. Current open vacancies need to be filled by people with I/DD. Some examples of people with I/DD are those with Cerebral Palsy, Down Syndrome, Prowler-willy syndrome. Trying to put new systems in place to track the work DD Council is doing. 5 year strategic plan: collaborate with DCCPD to put together a list of recommendations for the Mayor.

· Answer: The American Institute for Architects working on ease of movement around buildings and proper signage. Working to go beyond the requirements of the ADA.
